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Guidance on standard of work required at level 2
Standard of work required

Your written evidence may include:

1. Introduction – an introduction to your answer
2. Main points – the main points for your answer backed up with any quotes, research and documentation (need to be referenced in the bibliography)

3. Conclusion – your conclusion 

Definition of terms used in portfolio

Please note the following terms: 
· Describe involves an introduction and a list of the main points together with an expansion of each point. For example a description of a ‘strategy for managing behaviour’ might mention positive intervention as a point with a description of what it is and how it might be used at Forest School.

· Summarise involves a brief overview of your learning journey and how you feel this has benefitted you. 

· Explain involves making something plain and clear. This may involve linking causes to effects.
· Assist involves acting in the capacity of the assistant to support the level 3 FS leader.
· Comment on providing a considered or informed opinion. 
Length of answers

Your answers will need to cover all the parts of the question (some are in two or more parts) and in line with the terms used in the question (eg a list will not suffice for a ‘describe or summarise’ question). 

Plagiarism

All evidence within your portfolio should be your own work. All quotes and reference material (including handouts) used must be evidence appropriately in the bibliography at the end of the Learning & Development unit. Any plagiarised work will be returned to the student for re-working and re-submission.

Photographic evidence 

Photographic evidence should only be submitted if it is material to the evidence relating to a specific assessment criterion. The photo must be of your work (not someone elses). 

All photographic evidence used must be your own and be annotated with a brief description of the process involved and dated (when the photo was taken). 

Your evidence should not include photos of children.

Supporting materials

Your submitted portfolio should only contain evidence relating to the assessment criteria. Therefore all notes from the training course, handouts, downloads from websites (other than where relevant to a specific assessment criterion) photographic diaries of Forest School programmes, pictures made by children, etc, whilst being extremely valuable in their own right, should not be incorporated into the portfolio you submit for marking. We advise that you keep all of this together for your own records. 
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
